Ellie’s offers 
authentic Greek Cypriot cuisine that is 
prepared fresh daily and also has catering 
services which are tailored to client’s 
needs. When you enter the 2,968 square 
foot restaurant that has a 150 guest

Greek isles which helps set the mood to 
indulge in a tantalizing menu selection 
that includes beef stroganoff, lamb gyro, 
chicken and dumplings, fresh pita bread 
and hummus, shrimp and artichoke 
bisque, along with some vegetarian 
and gluten free dishes.
